
To Close “Expired” Projects 

1. Log in to the IBC Database (https://protocols.research.colostate.edu/rco/) and go to your Project list. The expired

approvals will say “Expired” in the Status column.

2. Click “Close” to close the approval.

3. You will be asked to confirm the closure, click “Yes”

4. Repeat steps 2-3 for each Expired PARF that you wish to close.

To Renew “Expired” Projects 
1. Click “Renew Now” to renew the approval.

2. You will be asked to confirm the renew, click “Yes”

4. Click “List of PARFs” and find the Project in “Renewing” Status they are probably all pink and look like this:

5. Click on “Edit”; scroll through the form and make sure everything is accurate, at the bottom of the page you will see this:
